2. Product Overview

2.2 Proper thermostat location

The ideal position to thermostat mounting is about 1,5m under floor level far from heating or cooling sources. Thermostat can’t be
exposed to sunlight or any extreme conditions like for example draft.

11. Failsafe mode

In the event of loss of the radio signal between the thermostat and the receiver, the system will automatically switch to emergency mode. In the
emergency mode, the iT500RX receiver is turned on for 4 minutes, and turned off for 11 minutes. The emergency mode is activated only when the receiver
slider is in the AUTO position and the loss of connection between devices lasted at least 1 hour. To deactivate the receiver’s emergency mode, move the
slider to the OFF or MANUAL position.
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12. Cleaning and Maintenance
